Drawing LINE Graphs to the TOP Standard!
Needed : ruler and pencil + set of results

Preparation: 

1. Choose suitable scales : Go up in even numbers  (not odd numbers)

2. You do NOT always have to start at 0 !

3. Label each axis

4. Give units for each axis
Plotting points
1. Plot your points using pencil 

2. Use small crosses
Drawing the line of best fit

A common mistake is that it must be straight!

NO!  Best fits line is a line (straight or curved) that follows the trend of your results.

DO NOT draw the line from point to point.   No zig-zag lines.

Remember that your results are subject to error (random and systematic)  

So they will not all be perfectly accurate!

The best fit line averages out the errors

Now PLOT the graphs of these results:  From :  Which cup is best for insulation?
